The Joan and Stanford Alexander Family Community Security Program is here to secure the Houston Jewish community, 

in partnership with Secure Community Network (SCN). Since the program began in 2022, we closely collaborate with key 

partners in law enforcement, Jewish nonprofit organizations, local leaders, and SCN to protect our facilities and keep our 
community safe. 

Secure Community Network (SCN) 

SCN is the official safety and security organization for the Jewish community in North America. It is a team of intelligence, 
law enforcement, homeland security, and military professionals, recognized as the Jewish community’s official liaison 
to federal law enforcement. Our Security Team collaborates with SCN to create a stronger shield of protection for our 
community and ensures that we can leverage a diverse range of expertise, share critical information across the SCN 

network, and coordinate effective responses to threats and attacks.
